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Abstract

The article addresses the debates on the presence or absence of empathy in people with autism
spectrum disorders (ASD) within the framework of moral psychology and neurosciences. The
analysis outlines different representations of empathy in the caregiving relations, derived from
semi-structured interviews with parents of autistic children, and contextualizes them in terms
of moral philosophy and the ethics of care. It is argued that the exclusion of people with ASD
from the range of potential moral agents on the grounds of a lack or deficit of the capacity for
empathy does not account for the specific “autistic sociality” (Och and Solomon, 2010) and
also reduces the chances of moral development of autistic children.
